BYLAW NO. 559-1992

A Bylaw To Make Effective Regulations For The Management of Development Within Portions

of Electoral Areas B, C, D and E of The Dewdney-Alouette Regional District

WHEREAS pursuant to Part 29 of the Municipal Act, R.S.B.C. 1979, ¢.290, the Dewdney-

Alouette Regional District has the power to make regulations for the management of

development within the Regional District;

NOW THEREFORE the Board of the Dewdney-Alouette Regional District in open meeting

assembled enacts as follows:
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

PART 200 - DEFINITIONS

ACCESSORY AGRICULTURAL MARKET USE means an accessory use to a General
Agricultural Use or an Intensive Agricultural Use on a parcel which entails the retail sale of
agricultural products, the majority of which are produced on the same parcel, and which may
include the retail sale of a limited amount of non-agricultural products. (See regulations in
Section 403)

ACCESSORY BOARDING USE means a use accessory to a Residential Use where rented
accommodation, which does not contain® cooking facilities, accommodates no more than 4
persons. (See regulations in Section 405)!

ACCESSORY CARETAKEROGS Rieé&k thdusk@Ea rddi@eBce as an
accessory use to a resort, campsite, or assembly use where the residence is occupied by a
person employed in the operation of the said resort, campsite or assembly use taking place on
that parcel. [Byl # 1190, 2012]

ACCESSORY COTTAGE INDUSTRY USE means an accessory use to a Residential Use
where the resident of the parcel carries on a profession or occupation which use is incidental to
the Residential Use on the parcel and is undertaken within a building separate from the dwelling
unit. (See regulations in Section 406)

ACCESSORY EMPLOYEE RESIDENTIAL USE means the use of a residence as an accessory
use to a General Agricultural Use or an Intensive Agricultural Use and where the residence is
occupied by a person employed in the agricultural activity taking place on that parcel. (See
regulations in Section 405)

ACCESSORY FAMILY RESIDENTIAL USE means the use of a single-width manufactured
home as a dwelling unit for the accommodation of the father, mother, father-in-law, mother-in-
law or grandparent of an owner of the parcel. (See regulations in Section 405)

ACCESSORY FILM PRODUCTION ACCOMMODATION USE means a use accessory to a
Film Production Facility Use where temporary accommodation is provided in buildings, crew
trailers, or recreational vehicles, for employees involved in film production activity on the same
parcel. (See regulations in Section 404)

ACCESSORY FILM PRODUCTION CONFERENCE FACILITY USE means a use accessory to
a Film Production Facility Use where conferences are held, or where seminars or training
courses are given, for purposes or topics associated with film, television, documentary or video
production. (See regulations in Section 404)

ACCESSORY HOME OCCUPATION USE means an accessory use to a Residential Use where
a resident of the parcel carries on a profession or occupation which is incidental to the
Residential Use on the parcel and within the residential dwelling unit. (See regulations in
Section 407)

References to other Sections of the Bylaw occur throughout this Part. These references are for
convenience of reference only and do not form part of the terms defined.
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

ACCESSORY OFF-STREET PARKING USE means the parking of vehicles on a parcel and
which is an accessory use to the principal use on the parcel or adjoining parcel. (See
regulations in Section 409)

ACCESSORY OUTDOOR STORAGE USE means an area outside a building:

(a) where material and equipment are kept which are used by or associated with the
principal use on the same or adjoining parcels; or

(b) where material and equipment are kept which are used by or associated with an
Accessory Cottage Industry Use on the same or adjoining parcels. (See
regulations in Section 410)

ACCESSORY PRODUCE SALES USE means an accessory use to a General Agricultural Use
or Intensive Agricultural Use which entails the retail sale of agricultural products which are
produced on the same parcel or on other parcels within Electoral Areas B, C, D and E of the
Dewdney-Alouette Regional District that form and are managed as part of the same farm
operation. (See regulations in Section 412)

ACCESSORY RESTAURANT USE means an eating establishment associated with a motel or
campground and intended primarily for the use of visitors accommodated in the motel or
campground.

ACCESSORY RETAIL USE means the sale of merchandise primarily to the general public and
which sale is complementary and ancillary to the operation of the principal use on the same
parcel.

ACCESSORY USE means a use ancillary to a principal use situated on the same parcel
provided that such principal use is permitted under the provisions of this Bylaw.

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE SERVICE USE means liquor dispensing, liquor off-premises sales
and related uses associated with a licenced club, cabaret or neighbourhood public house
licenced pursuant to the Liquor Control And Licencing Act, R.S.B.C. 1979, ¢.237, and includes
incidental manufacturing under provisions of either a Brewer's Licence or a Winery Licence
pursuant to the aforementioned Act.

ASSEMBLY USE means a use providing for the assembly of persons for religious, charitable,
philanthropic, cultural, private recreational or private educational purposes, and includes
churches, auditoriums, youth centers, social halls, group camps, private and public schools,
kindergartens, play schools, day nurseries and day care schools.

BASEMENT means that portion of building located below the first storey.

BED AND BREAKFAST USE means a use accessory to a Residential Use and contained
within the principal residence in which no more than 2 sleeping rooms without cooking facilities,
accommodating ho more than 4 persons, are used for the temporary accommodation of the
travelling public and in which breakfast but no other meal may be served to the registered
guests.
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

BUILDING means any structure used or intended for supporting or sheltering any use or
occupancy.

CAMPSITE USE means a use providing for the temporary accommodation of the travelling
public in recreational vehicles, travel trailers or tents but excludes retail sales, restaurants,
mobile home parks, motels, hotels, bed and breakfast establishments or auto courts.” (See
regulations in Section 404.)

CARNIVOROUS ANIMALS means those species of animals which are meat eaters. (See
regulations in Section 402)

CEMETERY USE means a use of land for burial plots, together with any incidental or ancillary
buildings.

COMMUNITY CARE FACILITY means any facility that provides care, supervision, social or
educational training or physical or mental rehabilitative therapy, with or without charge, to 3 or
more persons not related by blood or marriage to an operator of the facility.

COMMERCIAL OUTDOOR RECREATION USE means a use providing outdoor recreational
opportunities in association with natural amenities or open air facilities, and includes bathing
beaches, boat rentals, golf courses, riding academies, parks, picnic areas, playgrounds,
playfields and swimming pools, but excludes retail sales, restaurants or any use providing for
overnight accommodation.

COMMUNITY WATER SUPPLY SYSTEM means a system of waterworks which is approved by
the Minister of Health pursuant to the Health Act Safe Drinking Water Regulation and is owned,
operated and maintained by either:

@) an Improvement District or a Water Users' Community pursuant to the Water
Act, R.S.B.C. 1979, c.429; or

(b) a Water Utility pursuant to the Water Utility Act, R. S. B. C. 1979, ¢.430; or
(© the Dewdney-Alouette Regional District.

DENSITY means the figure obtained by dividing the total parcel area by the number of dwelling
units located, or proposed to be located, upon it.

DWELLING UNIT means one or more rooms containing not more than one house-keeping unit
with one kitchen containing one set of cooking facilities and with a private entrance that can be
used without passing through another dwelling unit and includes manufactured homes, but
excludes recreational vehicles, hotels, motels and float homes.

EXTERIOR-SIDE LOT LINE means a lot line not being a front lot line or a rear lot line and
which is common between the parcel and a highway.

Regulations and specifications concerning the establishment, extension, layout and servicing of
campgrounds are contained in "Dewdney-Alouette Regional District Campground Regulations For
Electoral Areas B, C, D, And E Bylaw No. 384-1984".
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

FEED LOT means a building, structure or enclosed land area used for intensive feeding of
livestock or a temporary holding area for livestock prior to shipment, where the number of
livestock is more than twelve (12) per hectare of land, but shall not apply where livestock are
kept for the sole purpose of providing milk, or where veal calves weighing less than 136 kg or
veal calves less than three (3) months of age are kept. (See regulations in Sections 403 and
412)

FILM PRODUCTION FACILITY USE means the use of land or buildings for the production of
films, television programs, documentaries or videos, where the production activity is carried out
on a full time or ongoing basis and where physical facilities other than temporary sets are put in
place for the production activity; excludes the chemical processing of films and the production
of copies of films or videotapes for retail or wholesale distribution; also excludes footloose
filming activities which do not involve permanent or ongoing film production facilities on a
specific parcel of land. (See regulations in Section 404)

FLOOD LEVEL means the elevation of the 200 year designated flood as determined by the
Ministry of Environment plus 0.6 metre freeboard.

FLOODPLAIN SETBACK means the distance between any landfill or structural
support for a building or structure and the natural boundary of a lake, marsh or
pond or other body of water or watercourse.

FLOOR AREA means the surface area of all floors between the exterior walls of a building or
structure.

FLOOR SYSTEM means the structural members of a building or structure which provide
support for the floor diaphragm.

FOOD SERVICE USE means an establishment engaged in the sale of a food and beverage
service such as a restaurant, take-out food service or food stand.

FRONT LOT LINE means the boundary line between a parcel and the highway from which the
parcel takes or would take its civic address.

GENERAL AGRICULTURAL USE means a use providing for the growing, rearing, producing or
harvesting of agricultural products, and includes:

(a) the keeping of livestock; and

(b) the processing on an individual farm of the primary agricultural products
harvested, reared or produced on that farm; and

(© the storage of farm machinery, implements and agricultural supplies used on that
farm as well as the repair activities related to this farm machinery and
implements; but excludes an Intensive Agricultural Use, MEDICAL MARIHUANA
GROW OPERATION or manufacturing, processing, storage and repair activities
not specifically included in this definition. (See regulations in Sections 403 and
414).
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

GENERAL COMMERCIAL USE means a use providing for a retail trade, a business service or
a government service, but excludes manufacturing industries, wholesale trades, transportation
and storage uses, accommodation facilities, night clubs and neighbourhood public houses.

GENERAL INDUSTRIAL USE means a use providing for industrial processing, assembling,
manufacturing, repairing, and packaging; workshops for trade contractors; transportation,
storage, communication and utility uses; and wholesale trade uses; but excludes heavy
industrial uses and MEDICAL MARIHUANA GROW OPERATION. (See regulations in Section
414). [Byl # 1257, 2014]

GRADE means the lowest of the average levels of finished ground adjoining each exterior wall
of a building, except that localized depressions such as vehicle and pedestrian entrances, shall
not be considered in the determination of average levels of finished ground.

GROUND ELEVATION means the average undisturbed elevation of a site prior to site
preparation.

GROUP CAMP means a use providing for the temporary accommodation of five or more
individuals, wholly or partly for recreational, religious or educational purposes, for a period of, or
portions of, two days or more and includes both day and seasonal camps, but excludes
commercial campsite use, indoor tourist accommodation use, and commercial outdoor
recreation use. (See regulations in Section 404). [Byl # 0842, 2008]

GROUP CAMP SITE means a site within a group camp providing for a recreational vehicle,
sleeping cabin, or recreational camping. (See regulations in Section 404). [Byl # 0842, 2008]

HAZARD LAND MANAGEMENT USE means the use of land for works, facilities and activities
to provide protection from and to manage flooding, snow avalanche, rockfall, landslide, and
other natural hazards; may include associated hazard management activities such as the
removal or deposit of soil, gravel or rock, silviculture, conservation, and research. [Byl # 0725,
2006]

HEAVY INDUSTRIAL USE includes the following: cement plants; processing and
manufacturing of industrial chemicals and fertilizers; processing and repair of heavy machinery;
abattoirs and meat processing plants; metal manufacture and foundries; brick kilns; wrecking
and salvaging yards; cargo handling and wharf facilities; sawmills, shake and shingle mills; but
excludes MEDICAL MARIHUANA GROW OPERATION. (See regulations in Section 414). [Byl
# 1257, 2014]

HEIGHT means the vertical distance from grade to the highest point of construction of a
building or structure. (See regulations in Section 412)

HIGHWAY means a street, road, lane, bridge, viaduct and any other way open to public use,
but does not include a private right-of-way on private property.

KENNEL means any building, structure or enclosure where more than three (3) dogs are kept,
boarded, bred or trained. Kennels have been divided into the following categories:

(@) COMMERCIAL KENNEL means a kennel where dogs of any breed may be kept
for boarding, breeding, training or grooming purposes;
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

(b) LARGE HOBBY KENNEL means a kennel where no more than ten (10) dogs
over the age of six (6) months are kept for breeding, training or grooming
purposes;

(© SMALL HOBBY KENNEL means a kennel where no more than six (6)
dogs over the age of six (6) months are kept for breeding, training or grooming
purposes. (See regulations in Sections 402 and 408)

INDOOR TOURIST ACCOMMODATION USE means a use providing for the temporary
accommodation of the travelling public in buildings, and may include one or more sleeping
units, areas for general assembly, washrooms or general storage and utility areas, but excludes
retail sales or restaurants.

INTENSIVE AGRICULTURAL USE means the use of a parcel or buildings:

(a) by a commercial enterprise or an institution for the keeping of poultry, swine, or
fur-bearing animals; or

(b) for a feed lot; or
(© for the growing of mushrooms.

INTERIOR-SIDE LOT LINE means a lot line not being a rear lot line, which is common to one
or more parcels.

LIVESTOCK means animals kept or dealt in for use or profit, including but not limited to horses,
cows, goats, mules, donkeys, pigs, sheep, and llamas.

LOG STORAGE USE means the open air collection of log booms on water.

MANUFACTURED HOME means a single residential dwelling unit, factory built as a unit,
suitable for year-round occupancy, capable of being drawn or moved from place to place and
manufactured in accordance with Canadian Standards Association Z240 Series or successive
series of standards at time of manufacture.

MEDICAL MARIHUANA GROW OPERATION means the cultivation, growth, storage or
distribution, testing or research of marihuana for medical purposes as lawfully permitted and
authorized under the applicable federal or provincial law. [Byl # 1257, 2014]

MOORAGE USE means an installation on the foreshore or the surface of water which provides
moorage for watercraft, but excludes a Residential Use such as houseboats, float homes or any
other watercraft being used as living quarters.

NATURAL BOUNDARY means the visible high water mark of any lake, watercourse or other
body of water where the presence and action of the water are so common and usual, and so
long continued in all ordinary years, as to mark on the soil of the bed of the lake, watercourse or
other body of water a character distinct from that of the banks, in vegetation, as well as in
respect to the nature of the soil itself.
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

OWNER, in respect of real property, means:
(a) the registered owner of an estate in fee simple;
(b) the tenant for life under a registered life estate;
(© the registered holder of the last registered agreement for sale; or

(d) the holder or occupier of land or improvements other than the Crown, situate on
land the fee of which is in the Crown, or in some other person or organization on
behalf of the Crown.

PAD means a concrete floor slab.

PANHANDLE means a portion of a parcel used only for access to the remainder of that parcel.
(See regulations in Section 413)

PARCEL means any lot, block or other area in which land is held or into which it is subdivided,
but does not include a highway.

PERSONAL CARE USE means a use providing for the care of the sick, injured or aged, and
includes private hospitals, convalescent homes, nursing homes and rest homes, but excludes a
public hospital.

PRINCIPAL BUILDING means a building or structure containing the principal use on the parcel,
and in the case of a Residential Use, means the dwelling unit.

PRINCIPAL USE means the main purpose for which a parcel, building or structure is used.

PRIVATE HOSPITAL means an institution, licenced under the Hospital Act, in which 2 or more
patients are living at the same time; includes nursing homes and convalescent homes.

PRIVATE RESORT means a facility operated by a registered society or similar non-profit,
private organization, which provides for holiday-making and recreational activities for members;
may include country clubs, campsites, seasonal residences, clubhouses, dining halls and snack
shops, and associated recreational facilities; excludes Commercial Outdoor Recreation Use and
Indoor Tourist Accommodation Use. [Byl # 1190, 2012]

PUBLIC HOSPITAL means a non-profit institution licenced under the Hospital Act for the
treatment of persons suffering from the acute phase of an iliness or disability; and designated
as a hospital by the Minister responsible for the Hospital Act.

PUBLIC USE means a use providing for public activities or public functions within facilities
established by a government, and includes public parks, public playgrounds, and public utilities
or any other facilities established by a government.

PUBLIC UTILITY USE means a use providing for the essential servicing of any area of the
Fraser Valley Regional District with water, sewer, electrical, telephone, and similar services
where such a use is established by a crown corporation, by another government body, or by a
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PART 200 DEFINITIONS

company operating under the Utilities Commission Act; includes sewer, water-main and power
line easements, broadcast transmission lines, transmitters and receivers, water reservoirs,
pump-stations, lift stations and traffic controls; Excludes; hydro and gas generation,
substations, telephone exchanges and incinerators.

REAR LOT LINE means the lot line opposite to and most distant from the front lot line or where
the rear portion of the parcel is bounded by intersecting side lot lines, at the point of such
intersection.

RECREATIONAL VEHICLE means a motor vehicle or trailer that is used for temporary
accommodation during travel or recreation, but excludes a manufactured home (mobile home).

RESIDENTIAL USE means the use of a building or part thereof as a dwelling unit. (See
regulations in Section 405)

RESOURCE USE means a use providing for the conservation, management or extraction of
primary forest, mineral or other resource materials on a parcel, and includes only the
preliminary grading and cutting of such material for shipment, but excludes any manufacturing
or processing use not specifically included in this definition (See regulations in Section 411 and
412).

RIDING ACADEMY means an establishment where horses are boarded and where instruction
in riding, jumping and showing is offered and where the general public may, for a fee, hire
horses for riding and includes a single occasion equestrian event or show.

SCREENING means a total visual barrier formed by a fence, wall or hedge. (See regulations in
Section 411)

SEASONAL RESIDENTIAL USE means a residential use of a building or part thereof for the
purpose of holiday-making or recreation; excludes any use as a principal residence of the
owner or occupant.

SITE COVERAGE means the total horizontal area covered by all buildings or structures on a
parcel, expressed as a percentage of the parcel area.

SIGHT TRIANGLE means the ground area contained within a triangle formed by the
intersection of highway boundaries and two points on those boundaries 6.0 metres from the
point of intersection.

STRUCTURE means any construction fixed to, supported by or sunk into land or water and
specifically includes a building but does not include concrete and asphalt paving or similar land
surfacing.

USE means the purpose or function to which a building or structure or land is put, and includes
principal uses and accessory uses.

WATERCOURSE means any natural or man made depression with well defined banks and a
bed 0.6 metre or more below the surrounding land serving to give direction to a current of water
at least six months of the year; or flood channels of such features; or any natural or man made
depression having an upstream drainage area greater than 2 kmz2

301 IMPLEMENTATION AND TITLE

Application

(1)  The provisions of this Bylaw apply to those portions of former Dewdney-
Alouette Regional District as shown on Schedules C1 to C18, inclusive, of
this Bylaw.

Title

(2)  This Bylaw may be cited as the "Dewdney-Alouette Regional District Land
Use and Subdivision Regulation Bylaw No. 559-1992".

Schedules
(3)  The following Schedules are attached to and form part of this Bylaw:
(@)  Schedule Al, being the "Dewdney-Alouette Regional District Land
Use and Subdivision Regulation Bylaw No. 559-1992 Amendment
Application Form"; and
(b)  Schedules Bl and B2, being "Parallel and 90° Parking Layout and
Dimensions" and "Angle Parking Layout and Dimensions”

respectively; and

(c) Schedules CI to C18 inclusive, being nine maps showing "Zone
Boundaries for Electoral Areas B, C, D and E".

Bylaws Repealed

(4)  The Bylaw cited as "Dewdney-Alouette Regional District Zoning Bylaw No.
202-1980 for Electoral Areas B, C, D and E" is hereby amended by
repealing all sections, save and except Sections 5.11 (1)(b) though (g),
5.11 (2) and 5.11 (3).

(5)  The Bylaw cited as "Dewdney-Alouette Regional District Zoning
Amendment Form, Fee and Procedure Bylaw No. 432-1986" is hereby
repealed.

Severability

(6) If any section or lesser portion of this bylaw is held invalid, the invalid
portion shall be severed from the bylaw without affecting the validity of the
remainder.
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PART 300 ADMINISTRATION

302 ENFORCEMENT

Authority

(1) The Secretary, Bylaw Enforcement Officer, Building Inspector and the
Director of Development Services, and other such persons who may be
designated by resolution of the Regional Board from time-to-time, are
authorized to administer and enforce this Bylaw.

(2)  The persons authorized to administer and enforce this bylaw may enter a
parcel or building at all reasonable times for the purpose of ascertaining
whether the provisions of this bylaw are being observed.

3) No person shall prevent, obstruct or interfere with persons authorized to
administer and enforce this bylaw in the course of such administration and
enforcement.

Violation

(4)  No building or structure or land, including the surface of water, shall be
occupied or used, and no building or structure or part thereof shall be
erected, constructed, reconstructed, moved or structurally altered except
in conformity with this Bylaw.

Offenses and Penalty

(5) Every person who violates any provision of this Bylaw commits an offence
against this Bylaw, and each day's continuance of the violation constitutes
a new and distinct offence.

(6) A person who is convicted of an offence under this Bylaw is liable to a fine
of not more than $2,000.00 or to imprisonment for not more than six
months, or to both.

Except where the area can be determined through reference to subdivision
plans, the area of a parcel within a zone shall be determined by measurement

from Schedules Cl to C18 inclusive.

Where a parcel is included in two or more zones, each portion of the
parcel shall be subject to the regulations of the zone in which the
particular portion is situated as though it were a separate parcel.
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PART 400 GENERAL PROVISIONS

402 PROHIBITED USES
(2) Except where expressly permitted in a zone, each use of land is prohibited in
that zone.
(2) The keeping of more than three (3) dogs per parcel is prohibited, except where
the zone specifically permits a dog kennel use. (See regulations in Section 408)
3 The keeping of any carnivorous animal (other than a domestic dog) weighing
over 24 kilograms or any poisonous reptile, regardless of its size, is prohibited in
all zones.
402.5 USES PERMITTED IN ALL ZONES
(2) Notwithstanding section 402 (1) a PUBLIC UTILITY USE shall be permitted in all
zones.
403 AGRICULTURAL USES
Agricultural Land Reserve
(2) Notwithstanding this Bylaw, all lands within an Agricultural Land Reserve are
subject to the provisions of the Agricultural Land Commission Act, R. S. B. C.
1979, c. 9 regulations thereto and orders of the Commission.
Intensive Agricultural Use
(2) An Intensive Agricultural Use:
(a) except as restricted by the Agricultural Land Commission Act, shall be
permitted only within the A-1 and A-2 zones; and
General Agricultural Use
3) A General Agricultural Use:
(a) shall be permitted in the R-1, R-2, R-3 R-6 and P-5 [Byl # 0725, 2006]
zones; and
(b) except as restricted by the Agricultural Land Commission Act, shall be
permitted within the A-1 and A-2 zones; and
(© involving the keeping of animals, other than household pets, shall not be
permitted on a parcel less than 1. 0 hectare in area within the R-1, R-2,
R-3, RS-1 and RS-2 zones.
(4) Within the RS-1 and RS-2 zones the keeping of livestock shall be limited to four
animals per hectare provided the parcel is greater than 1.0 hectare in area.

Only a manufactured home may be installed as an accessory family residence
and it shall not be placed on a permanent foundation but shall be supported by
blocking placed on a concrete slab.

An accessory family residential use shall be sited so as to conform to the siting
requirements of the zone in which the accessory family residence is located but
shall in no case be less than 3.0 metres from any other use or less than 3.0
metres from any property line.

A dwelling unit established as an accessory family residential use shall be
removed from the parcel within 90 days after the family member named in the
covenant has vacated the dwelling unit.

(b) on an adjacent parcel, provided that a restrictive covenant in favour of the
Regional District is registered stating that the adjacent parcel or portions
thereof shall continue to be used solely for parking, driveways or vehicle
loading purposes for users of the parcel for which the parking is required.
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Calculation

(4) Where more than one use is applicable for the calculation of parking space
requirements, the required number of parking spaces shall be the total of the
requirements for all uses.

(5) Where the calculation of parking space requirements results in a fractional
requirement, one additional parking space shall be provided to meet the
fractional requirement.

(6) Where the gross floor area is used for the calculation of parking space
requirements, the gross floor area shall include accessory buildings, all storeys
and basement levels except where they are used for mechanical purposes,
residential uses or storage.

(7 Where seating accommodation is used for the calculation of parking space
requirements and such accommodation includes bench seating, each 0.5 metre
of bench seating shall be counted as one seat.

General Design Standards

(8) Except as provided by this Bylaw, off-street vehicle parking spaces shall be
designed and installed to comply with the vehicle stall and manoeuvring aisle
sizes as shown on Schedule Bl or B2 as a minimum standard.

(9) For parking facilities having greater than ten parking spaces, one commercial
vehicle loading space not less than 10.7m x 3.2m shall be provided and clearly
marked with a sign as a commercial vehicle loading space.

(10) For parking facilities having greater than ten parking spaces, one disabled
persons parking space not less than 6.0m x 3.8m shall be provided for every fifty
parking spaces in the parking lot.

(11) Parking spaces for disabled persons shall be located in close proximity to the
building entrance and shall be clearly marked with a sign indicating a parking
space for disabled persons.

(12)  The design of all off-street parking and loading areas shall be such that no
individual parking or loading space is directly accessible from a highway.

Design Standards For Commercial Uses

(13) For commercial uses specified in Section 409 (1) (b), all off street vehicle parking
and loading spaces and associated driveways:

(a) shall be surfaced with asphalt or other durable dust-free material and if
asphalt or concrete, all parking spaces shall be indicated by painted lines
or otherwise clearly identified; and
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(b) for all parking spaces and vehicle loading spaces, shall have a posted
wheel stop to prevent vehicles from obstructing pedestrian walkways or
causing damage to landscaped areas.

Building Permits

A condition of the issue of a building permit for a new building or for a renovation
involving a change of use to an existing building is that the owner of the parcel
shall provide off-street vehicle parking and loading spaces in accordance with
the provisions of this Section and subject to Section 964 of the Municipal Act.

410 ACCESSORY OUTDOOR STORAGE USE

(2) An Accessory Outdoor Storage Use:

(a) shall be permitted in the R-2, R-3, C-1, C-2, OR, MC, TC, M-1, P-1, P-2,
P-5 [Byl # 0725, 2006] and P-6 [Byl # 1190, 2012] zones; and

(b) except as restricted by the Agricultural Land Commission Act, shall be
permitted in the A-1 and A-2 zones; and

(© shall not be permitted on a parcel less than 2.0 hectares; and

(d) shall not cover more than 80 m2 or 10 percent of the parcel area
whichever is less.

(2) All Accessory Outdoor Storage Use areas shall be screened on all sides except
the sides which face directly onto the building to which the storage use is
accessory and such screening shall be designed and constructed in accordance
with Section 411.

411 SCREENING

General

(2) No screening shall be planted or placed within the sight triangle of a highway
intersection except as permitted under the Highway Act, R.S.B.C. 1979, c.167.

(2) Where screening is required, the owner or occupier of a parcel shall provide
screening at the time of initial development of the parcel or renovation to an
existing building and the screening shall be constructed, erected, installed or
planted prior to occupancy or use of the building or renovation.

Application
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(©)) Screening material shall be not less than 2.0 metres in height and shall consist
of either:
(a) a hedge; which is a dense planting of evergreen trees or shrubs; or
(b) a fence; which is self-supporting or attached to a permanent structure
and consists of a tight board construction, solid panels or a similar

building material; or

(© a wall; which is self-supporting and consisting of masonry, stone or
concrete material.

(4) The height of screening shall be determined by measurement from the average
ground elevation along 10.0 metre segments of the screening route.

Exemptions

(5) One walkway not more than 2.0 metres in width is exempt from screening
requirements.

(6) One access driveway specified pursuant to the Highway Act is exempt from
screening requirements.

(7 Screening is not required for school sites, however, playing fields on school sites

must be enclosed by 1.8 metre high chain link fencing and where a school site
abuts private property a 1.2 metre chain link fence is required.

412  SITING FOR BUILDINGS, STRUCTURES AND USES

General

(2) All buildings and structures shall be sited not less than 6.0 metres from the front,
rear and every exterior-side lot line.

(2) Except for buildings and structures for a Residential Use, an Accessory
Employee Residential Use or buildings and structures accessory to a Residential
Use, all buildings and structures shall be sited not less than 3.0 metres from
every interior-side lot line.

(3) For buildings and structures for a Residential Use, an Accessory Employee
Residential Use or buildings and structures accessory to a Residential Use, the
minimum siting distance from an interior-side lot line shall be a minimum of 3.0
metres except for parcels less than .5 hectares in area siting from the interior-
side lot line may be reduced to 1.5 metres.

(4) For garages, garden sheds, and tool sheds which are accessory to a Residential
Use and do not exceed 4.5 metres in height, the siting distance from interior-side
and rear lot lines may be reduced to 1.5 metres.
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(5) All buildings and structures shall be sited not less than 7.5 metres from the right-
of-way or the inside toe of a dyke which is under the authority of the Inspector of
Dykes or the Cascade Creek Dyke.
Intersections
(6) Pursuant to Section 42 of the Highway Act, no person shall place or permit to be

placed or grow any tree, shrub, plant, fence, building or structure within the sight
triangle of a highway intersection except as provided by the Act.

Siting For Agricultural Uses

(7) All buildings and structures for Accessory Produce Sales Use, Accessory Off-
street Parking Use, and Agricultural Use, except as specified in sections (9) and
(10) hereof, shall be sited not less than:

(a) 7.0 metres from any exterior-side lot line;

(b) 3.0 metres from any interior-side lot line;

(© 12.0 metres from any well, sandpoint or the natural boundary of any
watercourse;

provided that buildings and structures for Agricultural Use shall be sited not less

than 3.0 metres from any dwelling unit.

(8) All buildings and structures for the growing of mushrooms or worms, or the
keeping of cattle, poultry, rabbits, chinchillas, cage birds and other livestock not
specified in subsection (10) hereof, and for silos and manure pits and tanks other
than for the storage of swine manure, shall be sited not less than:

(a) 30.0 metres from any lot line;

(b) 30.0 metres from any well, sandpoint or the natural boundary of any
watercourse;

(c) 30.0 metres from any dwelling unit.

(9) All buildings and structures for the keeping of swine, including manure pits or
tanks for the keeping of swine manure, for feed lots, and for the keeping of fur-
bearing animals, excluding chinchillas and rabbits, shall be sited not less than:
(a) 80.0 metres from the front and any exterior-side lot line;

(b) 50.0 metres from the rear and any interior-side lot line, except that where
the rear lot line is not a side lot line of the abutting lot, the minimum
setback shall be 45.0 metres;
