SYNOPSIS

Metro Vancouver has partnered with Township

of Langley to establish a 12km Trans Canada Trail
(TCT) link from Historic Fort Langley to Golden Ears
Bridge. This vision is realized by designating 2.8km
of new on road TCT (to be replaced with permanent
separated trail when funding becomes available)
and constructing 2.8km of new trail and related
amenities in Derby Reach Regional Park and TOL
road ROW (ETF Demonstration Section) connecting
to 6.4km of existing and previously planned trails.
