I/We understand that it is the responsibility of the holder of any building permit, or his agent as the case may be, to call for inspection, in the case of a 
masonry fireplace; a) after the smoke chamber is complete, but before the chimney above is constructed & b) after the chimney is completed and in the 
case of a solid fuel or oil burning appliance or chimney, after the installation is complete, but prior to any covering which would conceal the required 
clearances. I/We acknowledge that I/We must give the FVRD notice of at least one (1) business day prior to inspection. I/We hereby certify that I/We have 
knowledge of the particulars contained in the foregoing statement and I/We solemnly declare that they are fully and truly stated to the best of My/Our 
knowledge and belief.

It is the 
responsibility of the owner and his agent to call the Building Official for inspections as construction proceeds. Failure to call for inspection at the appropriate 
time may result in serious difficulties, delays or rendering this building permit void. Appliance use is restricted until written permission is granted. 
The Permit number Placard issued with this permit MUST be clearly visible from the road. 
You are required to complete all inspections prior to commencing use of the appliance(s). 
This permit is valid for a maximum of 2 year(s).  If the project takes longer to complete, an application to renew the permit must be submitted to the Building
